	During online lessons, students must have webcams on and their faces must be visible (masks are okay).  Any technical issues must be communicated to both the student’s homeroom teacher and the students conversational English teacher prior to the start of the class

	ONLINE NOTES 2

	Component (1 point each)
	Justification for losing points

	Prepared
	· Unplanned pauses which exceed 2 seconds.

	Posture
	· Clear posture devices, such as outlined in the Harrington, et al. text.
· Nervous unplanned movement during the speech. 

	Volume
	· Determined by the individual teacher.

	Speed
	· See above

	Vocal Emphasis
	· Lack of a clear general level of enthusiasm for the topic
· Lack of clear use of “stress/stretch/pause” techniques 

	Effective Body Language
	· Arms hanging
· Self-touching gesture (i.e. correcting clothing/hair, et al.)
· Gestures are deficient.  During one part of the story structure, less than 3 planned gestures are displayed.
· Many gestures are delivered in a “half-hearted,” “imprecise” fashion. 

	Eye Contact
	· Stargazer glances more than two times.
· Excessive blinking
· Staring down (i.e. at cue cards) after 3 times 

	English usage
	· Ungrammatical utterances, pronunciation, word choice, or awkward constructions.

	Behavior during group work (Lessons 1-9)
	· Conversation is free of ridicule and sarcasm.
· Accepts the viewpoints of their conversational partners.
· When appropriate, disagrees with a conversational partner in a respectful manner.
· On Task


	Quality
	· Determined by the individual teacher.
· Does it follow the story structure?
· Are there instances where the content does not contribute anything of substance?  (i.e. “filler words/content”)

	Is it engaging?
	· Absence of clear use of techniques to engage the audience (regardless of the actual effectiveness during the presentation) …i.e. “inside joke” …leading a chant, song response, rhetorical question, gentle commands to the audience (when I say X, you say Y), using visualization techniques, et al.  Minimum of 1 per speech.  
· Use of yes/no questions.
· Engagement technique has extremely limited relevance to the topic.

	Is it creative?
	· Absence of clear use of strategies detailed elsewhere and taught during essays in the first semester.  
· Clear use of plagiarism by the student/copying expressions from Teacher’s materials. 

	Clear
	· Determined by the individual teacher.

	Composure
	· Issues include forget lines; repeating speech; pausing; uncontrolled laughter during the presentation. 

	Timing
	· Under 2:30 or over 3:30 can result in loss of points.

	Summary
	Students divide themselves into groups based on a self-chosen topic. Topics are open for creative selection, but must focus on some aspect of an English-speaking country’s culture, language, or other characteristics. Then, each team creates a poster board-sized newsletter in which the members collaborate to present articles providing information about various aspects of the topic, as well as visual aides and related graphics (e.g., advertisements, cartoons, etc.).



	Lesson 1 – Intro 

	Objective
	Students will understand what constitutes the newsletter, be informed of criteria, be introduced to example topics, choose their individual article topics, and assign roles.



	Lesson 2 – Research & drafting

	Objective
	Students will be given time to research their topics in class and draft a mock-up of what their newsletter will look like. Space will be assigned to articles, their illustrations, and other components.



	Lesson 3 – Mini-presentations

	Objective
	Each team will share their article topics as well as a brief summary of their main ideas with the class. Remaining time will be given to students for additional research, writing, etc.



	Lesson 4 – Writing

	Objective
	Students will be given time to write a first draft of their article in class. The draft must be completed for review next class. Writing aids (e.g., dictionaries, tablets, etc.) will be allowed.



	Lesson 5 – Gallery walk & feedback

	Objective
	Students will share their first drafts in a gallery walk fashion and will be required to provide feedback for revision. Feedback can be on content, language use, etc.



	Lesson 6 – Newsletter creation

	Objective
	Students cooperate to create a finished newsletter.



	Lesson 7 – Newsletter presentation & reflection

	Objective
	Each team verbally presents their finished products and displays their newsletters. Students then complete a reflection sheet.
