Basic French (50 points)
Attitude (5 points : attendance = 1, punctuality = 1, cooperative learning = 1, participation = 1 and stance toward the class = 1)
Performance (45 points : daily progress =  20, role play = 5, presentation = 5, written test = 15)
The students who did not participate in the class's activities, partly or at all, should get as a score one point below the lowest score of the students who did participate in all the activities in the class.
